e Samples should demonstrate your aptitude for theatrical storytelling for trained voice(s)
and instrumentation.

e Two of the samples must be from opera librettos that have been set to music or are in
the process of being set (though not necessarily premiered in a full production).

e Shorter and/or one-act librettos are permitted. Only complete dramatic works for the
stage will be considered. Screenplays, poems, text for arias, fragments from librettos,
and academic articles are not accepted.

e Librettos written in languages other than English must be accompanied by a complete
English translation.
